1.  1903 
2. October 1908: The Motel T was the first car made by Ford Motor 

Company. It was in production for ninteen years, selling for $950 in 
the beginning and dropped as low as $280.  

3. December 2, 1927 : The Model A was produced on October 20th but 
wasn't sold until December 2nd.  

4. Model 18: Strictly speaking, the Model B (the updated version of 
Model A) was a four -cylinder car, but it was at this time that Ford 
began producing a very similar car with Ford's new Flathead V -8 
engine. The V-8 car was marketed as a Model 18, though it is 
commonly called the Ford V -8 today, and was virtually 
indistinguishable from the Model B.  

5. As long as itõs black : Henry Ford was all about making sure the cars 
were affordable. Black was the cheapest color to make so he stuck 
with it.  

6. Farmer: He left school at 15 to work on his father's farm, but in 1879, 
he moved to Detroit where he became an apprentice in a machine 
shop. Ford returned to Greenfield after his father gave him 40 acres 
to start his own farm. He disliked farming and spent much of the time 
trying to build a steam road carriage and a farm locomotive.  

7. 14: Ford improved mass production methods and sped up the original 
14 hours to 1 hours and thirty three minutes.  

8. 5 dollars a day: Henry Ford paid his employees 5 dollars a day, 
which at the time was double what other manufactures paid their 
employees.  

9. Charcoal Briquettes: Ford used wood scraps from the factory to 
make the briquets. He developed them under the name Kingsford.  

10.  1947: Ford suffered a stroke in 1938, returning to work in poor 
health. He retired in September of 1945 and died in his home of a 
cerebral hemorrhage in 1947.
