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Last summer the V-8 Times contained an announcement for the New Zealand National Meet. New Zealand (and 
Australia) have been on our bucket list for awhile.  Alice said, “We are going to that meet.”  So we did. 

We flew on December 31st and got to Auckland on January 2nd.  We had no January 1st.  The meet was in 
Hamilton, about 70 miles south of Auckland.  The meet started on Monday, January 3 with registration but didn’t 
get real active until Tuesday.  It ran thru Friday, January 7. 

There were about 70 registrations which included probably 20 Australians and 3 Americans.  Terry & Frances 
Nicholson and Clyde & Gail Bangiola were our countrymen there.  Terry and Frances are Puget Sound and 
Cascade RG members and were at St George in October.  Terry is an expatriate Kiwi.  Clyde & Gail are the C&G 
of C&G Early Ford Parts, now living in Arizona. Terry had shipped a Mustang to New Zealand (for his daughter), 
but couldn’t drive it because it hadn’t passed their safety inspection.  He had to re-aim the headlights and replace 
the upper ball joints.  We were all welcome to ride with the Kiwi’s on the tour events.  This included most of the 
Australians who also didn’t bring their cars.  One of the Kiwi’s gave Clyde & Gail a ’39 Deluxe to use for the meet. 

The meet activities included a car display and a judging day (not really a full grown concourse), two touring days, 
and an on-your-own day.  I was very impressed with how the Kiwi’s made things work, and work well; not only just 
at the meet, but everything in general.  The meet registration fee included everything like meals, entrance to 
places on tours, etc.  No tickets to fool with.  The hotel and things like caps, t-shirts, and raffle items were the only 
things not included in the registration fee. 

One tour day we all went sightseeing at various attractions around the areas.  Hamilton is sort of the center of 
their main farming area, and mostly it is dairy farms.  Lots of cows!  We saw a real live kiwi bird (in a zoo), a 
demonstration of early pioneering life in New Zealand, and lots of countryside.  The other tour day was split 
between a garden tour and luncheon for the ladies and a “shed raid” for the guys.  We toured four very interesting 
and very different places, and lots more countryside.  I have lots of pictures. 

Judging was interesting.  There were 3 teams (one Kiwi, one Ozzie & one US) with 3 people each.  So I was a 
judge.  We didn’t point judge.  It was more like a walk-around.  But we looked at every car there.  Our criteria was 
still “as Henry made it,” and a top car selected in each category (open or closed) and for just about every year.  
However, there were cars on tour that I didn’t see on the judging display. 

I should have taken notes when they explained the history of their cars.  
I hope this isn’t too far off.  Prior to WWII there were assembly plants in 
Australia and in New Zealand.  The Ozzie market was larger so the cars 
there were more the knocked-down and as a result they modified some 
of them more than the Kiwi’s.  The result is utes – the coupe with a 
pickup box in the trunk – and the sloper – which is a fastback coupe that 
opens to a full-length cargo space trunk to front seat.  I think the sloper 
was only made in 1939.  Utes run clear into the ‘50’s.  In fact Ford and 
GM both sell new utes that look like Ranchero’s.  The Kiwi cars are 
Canadian, but right hand drive.  They have no native ’40 & ’41 cars.  
WWII for them started in 1939.  There are a lot of ‘38’s and ‘39’s too.  
Most of them, both Standard and Deluxe, have leather interiors.  The ’46
-’48 cars, both Ford and Mercury, have ’41 dashes, on the right side. 

After the meet we were privileged to be invited to go home with two 
couples for a few days.  Bruce & Sally Cairn live on a cattle farm at New 

Plymouth.  Sally fixed dinner by collecting salad from her garden, including fresh avocados.  They raise bull 
calves, pasturing them about a year, for beef.  New Zealand is not a good place to be vegetarian.  Beef is all grass 
fed too – no feed lots here.  Bruce has an enviable collection of cars, mostly awaiting restoration.  His current 
project is a ’39 Mercury coupe, which is away at the panel beaters. 

Our other hosts were Bill & Shirley Mobbs, who live at Hawera.  Bill recently turned his dairy farm over to others.  
They have a border collie that uses a garden hose to herd and move things such as people and patio furniture – 
quite a show.  They drive a ’46 Mercury coupe and a ’39 pickup.  Bill also has a ’39 truck that was his fathers on 
the farm and is a gorgeous original truck – paint, interior, mechanical – a 3-way Rouge easily. 

The Sloper (fastback coupe that opens to a  
full-length cargo space truck to front seat). 
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Everyone talked about how hard it is for them to find parts for the 
old cars.  Bill introduced me to Ian Stables, another member in 
Hawera.  He had a gorgeous ’32 3-window that he has restored.  
Ian’s solution to finding a part is to make it out of stainless steel.  
You should see his interior door and window handles; hand-made 
out of a solid piece of stainless.  Ian also has a V-8 60 block with 
4 main bearings.  It was developed in US for British from 1935.  
There was a write-up about these in the V-8 Times not too long 
ago. 

After saying so-long to Bill & Shirley we toured the North Island 
for about a week.  We spent time in Wellington, Rotoura, and 
Auckland.  The native people in New Zealand are Maori.  They 
are Polynesian who settled there between 800 and 1200 years 
ago.  Many of the place names are Maori.  If you’ve been to 
Hawaii you are familiar with using phonics to try to pronounce the 
names of places and things.  For instance, abalone is paua. 

After New Zealand we spent a week in Sydney, Australia.  We 
were on our own as tourists, no connection with people.  We were 
well south of Brisbane, where the bad flooding is.  We looked at 
museums for 2 or 3 days, then we rode buses, trains, and ferries 
for 3 or 4 days on a 7-day pass which is a great deal.  It was hot 
there, especially on our last full day.  Their number said 38C.  
Alice said “I will never complain about snow and cold again.”  
We’ll see how long that lasts.  The TV weather showed a town 
called Coober Pedy with 47C.  Anyway we each had a cold to 
come home with.  We traveled for 34 hours from Sydney to 
Spokane, all on January 25th.  Fun trip.  Good to be home. 

We will put together a guide to Kiwi & Ozzie slang as we heard it.  One memorable thing – their toilets have two 
speeds.

1935 FORD V8-60 22 H.P., FOUR BEARING CRANKSHAFT,  
15 STUD TOW EXHAUST PORT, ENGINE. 

3355 of these engines were made in U.S.A. and exported 
from Canada to England to be fitted to the 1935 Ford 
cars, and Commercial vehicles, imported from Canada to 
England. Some of these engines were also exported to 
France for their 1935 Matford model of their cars. 

So far there has been one other engine found in New 
Zealand, and three in England, on being in a 1935 Ford 
V8 Fordor car.  

This is the only known four main bearing V8 engine 
produced and on account of this the exhaust and inlet 
ports are reversed. 
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FRAME AND ENGINE SERIAL NUMBERS 

There is usually no engine number stamped in the block, but the transmission bell housing was factory stamped with a number 
which, when the car was assembled, becomes the vehicle serial number. 

The frame numbers which match the engine (transmission) number is usually stamped in three places on the top surface of the left-
hand frame rail (front, center, rear). The only number which can be seen with the body mounted is the front number. The prefix was 
usually omitted from the center and rear frame numbers. 

For Ford cars, the frame numbers started in 1932 with *18-1* (* being a star) and ran consecutive until the end of production in 
February, 1942. Mercury production began in 1938 with '39 models at *99A-1* and continued sequentially to the end of production 
in 1942. 

Post war production began in 1945 ('46 models) continuing the Mercury sequence (*99A-etc-.*) for both Fords and Mercury’s. This 
is due to the fact that the same 100hp 239 cubic inch engine was used in Fords and in Mercurys. The sequence continued to the 
end of production in 1948, the only changes being in the 1947 prefix (799A) and in the 1948 prefix (899A). 

The year end cut off numbers are only approximate as some assembly plants could have engines left over from the previous model 
year that would be assembled into cars for the next model year. The reverse situation could also occur. 

This information was compiled from various sources and we wish to thank the Ford archives as well as each of the V-8 times 
advisors for their assistance. The data is as accurate as we have available at this time. If time proves that some of the information 
is incorrect or omitted, we apologize. If you are aware of new or conflicting facts, please email us.
