The 1936 moved the engine forward 8.5 inches, body 5.5 inches 
wider, front springs moved forward of axle and rear spring 

rear of axle, resulting in what Ford 
called 'center poised ride.' Fenders 
were rounder, grille, hood, wheels 
were with more flowing lines 
resulting in a more fashionable car. 
The engine had a replaceable 
bearing with ventilated crankcase. 
Total Ford production in 1936 was 
972,812. During the 10 year period 
(1932-1942), the '36 model was the 
largest number assembled.

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I started my car to wash it and noticed I was creating a white fog out the tail pipe. Head gasket leak possibility? 

I drained the antifreeze and removed the spark plugs. Turning over the engine showed some fluid out of number 
two cylinder and the oil was gray. All of the head bolts were removed, but the head would not 
move. I did not want to push screwdrivers or pry bars into the valve area and bend them, so I 
soaked the stud bolts for two days with Kroil oil penetrate. Then the big test!! 

Put the nuts back on the studs, leaving an 1/8 inch gap between the head, and start up the 
engine. A little scary, but it can work. It worked for me and no damage to anything.  

Analysis of the steel head gasket showed 1/16 corrosion between a water transfer hole and 
the combustion chamber. A copper gasket will go back on.

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Most people know that Ford was founded by (who else?) Henry 
Ford. What most people don't know was that this was his third 
automobile company. Ford experimented with cars while working for 
Thomas Edison, and left to found his first auto company, The Detroit 
Automobile Company, which went bankrupt in just 2 years. He then 
built a race car and founded Henry Ford Company. Ford left that 
one after just one year (the company later became Cadillac). 

In 1902, Ford went on to create his third automobile company, the 
Ford & Malcomson, Ltd., and almost lost that one when sales were 
slow. He was unable to pay his bills to John and Horace Dodge, 
who supplied parts. Ford’s partner brought in a group of investors 
and even convinced the Dodge Brothers to accept shares in the 
company, which was renamed Ford Motor Company. Later, the 
Dodge Brothers went on to form their own car company.  

In 1909, Childe Harold Wills, Ford’s first chief engineer and designer (who also helped to design the Model T), lent a 
script font that he created to make his own business card, to create the Ford logo. The famous blue oval was added 
later for the 1927 Model A – it has remained in use until today.
