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The "V" in V8 really does not stand 
for anything, other than a 
description of the shape of a 

gasoline/diesel engine.  When you 
look at the front of a V8 engine, what 
you are really looking at is a "V" 
configuration (the crankshaft at the 
bottom center with pistons in the 
upper right/left of center.)  

If you draw an imaginary line from 
the crankshaft to each piston, you 
would have a "V" shape.  This could 
also be as a V4 (Briggs & Stratton 
engine), V10 (in the modern Ford 
engine), a V12 (1930's through 1948 
Lincoln), or even a V16 (as in World 
War II Rolls-Royce aircraft engine).  

They are all "V" shaped engines, with 
a different amount of cylinders.
